Neighborhood Watch Crime Trends

1) Residential Burglaries – intruders are knocking on doors and when no one answers they are breaking into homes.  

· If someone knocks on your door, you answer, and they make an excuse about having the wrong house, etc. make a mental note and when the person leaves write down the description of the person.  If possible, try to get a vehicle description or tag number.   Report this information to the local law enforcement. 

2) Thefts from sheds are still an issue.  Remember to lock your shed.   In some cases, locks are cut, but it does slow the burglar down and may aid in apprehending the person. 

3) GPS devices continue to be stolen from vehicles.  It’s important to secure such items out of sight when your vehicle is unoccupied. 

4) Local police are investigating credit card thefts from women’s purses in public places, such as the grocery store, workplace, and gas stations, etc.   This is happening when a person’s purse is left unattended giving the thief the perfect opportunity to steal credit cards. 

· Remember, when shopping keep your purse with you at all times. 

· When at work, secure your purse in a locked desk drawer or file cabinet.
